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Academic Standing 

Academic Warning  
¶ Students in degree programs receive one warning if they do not meet the standards of 

satisfactory academic progress. Students do not need to appeal warnings. 

¶ There is NO warning system for students enrolled in certificates. 

¶ Students are notified via email and letter.  

¶ Students on academic warning are limited to an enrollment of 13 credits per semester. 

¶ If a student on academic warning is still falling short of satisfactory academic progress 

standards (SAP) in the following semester, he or she faces academic dismissal. 

¶ Students on academic warning are contacted by Connections Services at the beginning of 

the semester with recommendations for success, a list of BCC resources, and information 

regarding the program. 

Academic Dismissal 
Student are dismissed when they fall below the standards of satisfactory academic progress (SAP) 

and have had at least one semester on warning. The exceptions are certificate students who receive 

no warning semester. 

¶ Students who have been dismissed from their programs are coded as non-degree students 

and are not eligible for financial aid. 

¶ Students are notified via email and letter (snail mail). 

¶ Students may appeal once to the Academic Standing Committee for reinstatement within one 

week of the date of their dismissal letter. 

o Reinstatement is not guaranteed. 

o The Academic Standing Committee may reinstate the student to a different program, 

restrict a studentôs enrollment, and indicate required courses to register for, or make 

recommendations for contact with campus resources. 

o Students who have had their appeals denied may take courses as non-degree students 

and may reapply to their degree programs through the Admissions Office, located in the 

G building, after three semesters of taking classes non-degree. 

Student Completion Rate 
Students have to maintain a pace or completion rate (SCR) of about 67% success of their attempted 

credits. Transfer credits are included in the studentôs 150% credit attempts. Students in certificate 

programs must maintain the same standard for SCR (successfully completing greater than 67% of the 

attempted credits). There is no warning period for certificate programs. 

Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act 

(FERPA) 

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) is a Federal law that protects the privacy of 

student educational records. The law applies to all schools that receive funds under an applicable 

program of the U.S. Department of Education. FERPA gives parents certain rights with respect to 

their childrenôs educational records. These rights transfer to the student when he or she reaches the

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age of 18 or attends a school beyond the high school level. Students to whom the rights have 

transferred are ñeligible students.ò 

Graduation Requirements 

To be eligible for the Associate in Arts degree (A.A.), the Associate in Science degree (A.S.), or 

Associate in Applied Science (A.A.S.), students are recommended by the faculty if they: 

¶ Complete at least 60 credits (excluding developmental courses) of passing work. 

¶ Fulfill course requirements established in the selected program of study. 

¶ Earn a G.P.A. of at least 2.0 in work taken at the College applicable to their program. 

¶ Complete at least 25 percent of the semester hours applicable to the program at the College. 

¶ Students may transfer back up to 45 credits with approval of the pertinent academic 

program/department in order to complete a degree, the Continuous Enrollment Policy 

notwithstanding.

1) You should only apply to graduate if you are completing degree or certificate 

requirements in this current semester, or you have already completed your 

degree/certificate requirements. Before filling out the application to graduate, please 

confirm your progress in Degree Works and/or with an academic advisor.

Prior Learning Assessment 

Students may meet up to 30 credits of degree program requirements with credits earned through 

Prior Learning Assessment (PLA) and/or credits transferred from another accredited college or 

university. There are three PLA Options: Credit by Examination, Credit by Credential and Credit by 

Portfolio. For more information on the Prior Learning Assessment (PLA) process, contact the Prior 

Learning Assessment (PLA) Coordinator at x2445. (This must be college level learning and specific to 

their program requirements).  

Registration 

Add/Drop  
Students may register for a credit class up to the start of the second week of courses. For instance, a 

class that meets twice per week for one hour and fifteen minutes in the traditional semester can be 

added prior to the third class meeting. After the third class meeting, the course cannot be added 

without written approval from the instructor. A block class that meets once per week in the traditional 

semester can be added prior to the second class meeting. Online and hybrid courses in the traditional 

semester may be added no later than the seventh day of the class start date. An equivalent of one 

week will be used for determining the add/drop period for nontraditional semester courses. 

Example Add/Drop Schedule  
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Course Load  
A full time course load is 12 credit hours or more a semester. A load of five courses (15 to 17 credit 

hours) is considered to be the normal load, although in some programs more credits may be required 

in some semesters to complete the program, within a two year time period. Requests for exceptions 

may be made in writing to the Academic Standing Committee. Please see the forms sections for 

override forms.  

Priority Advising 

Returning students can register early during Priority Registration in November and April. After the 
priority registration time period, they can receive advising and course registration for the upcoming 
semester on a walk-in basis in the Advising Center located in G building room 217 or make an 
appointment with their assigned advisor located in Degree Works. 
 

Term Pins 
Á What is a PIN?   

A PIN is a numerical assignment put in place to assure that a student meets with an advisor 

before they can register for classes.  Some students will need PINS and some will not. 

 

Á Who will need the PIN? 

Day time students with less than 27 credits and GPA below 2.70. 

 

Á Who does not need PIN? 

Evening, weekend and students with more than 27 credits and GPA above 2.70. 

Waivers for CSS 101 
All incoming freshmen degree students are required to complete a First Year Experience (FYE) to 

earn an Associateôs degree. Many students are required to take CSS 101 to satisfy this competency. 

Unless otherwise required by the studentôs program, a blanket waiver has been approved for one of 

the following conditions: 

¶ the student already holds an Associateôs degree or higher;  

¶ the student has earned 30 or more transfer credits;  

¶ the student has earned 30 or more BCC credits with a GPA of 2.5 or better; or 

¶ the student has a combination of 30 or more transfer and BCC credits with a GPA of 2.5 or 

better.  

Students who have earned and have documented one of these credentials are not required to submit 

a Petition for Waiver. The student must, however, meet all other program requirements and the 60-

credit minimum number of credits to graduate.   

Withdrawals 
Student withdrawal period each semester will be announced. Students withdrawing from any course 

must complete a course withdrawal form and submit it in person to the Enrollment Center at any 

campus. Those who want to withdraw from Clinical Laboratory Science, Culinary Arts, Dental 

Hygiene, Medical Assisting, Nursing, Occupational Therapy Assistant, and Phlebotomy should speak 

to the Program Director first. 

Students are to be directed to Advising Services (G200) to meet with an on-call advisor if they are 

completely withdrawing from the College (ie. Carrying 0 credits after all withdrawals) 
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Advisor willé 

¶ Review reason for withdrawal 

¶ Determine if there are any resources or process to aid the student in not withdrawing or at 

help the student process a smooth transition out 

¶ Determine their plans for future semesters (return, transfer, leaving completely) 

¶ Refer all students with financial aid to the Financial Aid Office located in G Building 

¶ Discuss process for return should then ever plan to re-enroll at the College

How to Refer a Student/Connections Program 

Connections Services operates as a proactive advising tool in which students receive 

personalized academic support and referrals for valuable campus resources. It is 

staffed by several advisors, Coaches and Peer Mentors who reach out to students.

Developmental Coursework 
Reading 

RDG 080 Fundamental of Reading Development 

This competency-based course provides students with an understanding of their 

reading strengths and weaknesses. Emphasis is placed on fundamental reading skills: 

word-analysis, vocabulary development, and reading comprehension. Students practice 

these skills through group and individual instruction using newspapers, magazines, 

textbooks, and literature. After completing RDG 080 with a C - or better, students enroll 

in RDG 090. Only students who demonstrate competency on a college reading test may 

waive RDG 090. Credit cannot be applied toward a degree. Grade points earned in this 

course will be included permanently in the SPI. Two lecture hours and two laboratory 

hours per week. Instructional Support Fee applies. 3 credits Fall, Spring, Summer 

 

RDG 090 College Reading and Learning Strategies 

This course is designed to improve students' critical reading, thinking, and learning 

strategies. Emphasis is placed on the critical reading skills necessary to understand 

complex college textbook materials: the ability to identify main ideas and supporting 

details, make inferences, draw conclusions, and analyze and synthesize information. 

The course will also cover textbook reading/study strategies needed to read effectively 

in college content area courses and emphasize reading as a process. As part of the 

final evaluation, students take a cumulative skills assessment generated by the 

instructor. Students must earn a C or better class average to pass the class. 

Prerequisite: C- or better in RDG 080 or appropriate score on the college's placement 

test; ESL students substitute ESL 123 for RDG 080. RDG 090 credit cannot be applied 

toward a degree. Grade points earned in this course will NOT be included permanently 

in the cumulative GPA. Grade points earned in this course WILL be included 

permanently in the cumulative SPI. Three lecture hours per week. Instructional Support 

Fee applies. 3 credits Fall, Spring, Summer 
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College Reading Post-Test 

Students enrolled in RDG 080 and ESL 123 need to demonstrate their proficiency on 

the reading computerized placement test (CPT) as part of their final evaluation for their 

coursework.  Students who exceed the 68 cut-off score on their post-test are exempt 

from taking RDG 090.  All post-test scores are entered into BANNER as Reading Total 

Post-Test (RTP). 

 

English 

ENG 090 Basic Writing Skills 

This course is for students who need to improve their ability to express themselves in 

writing and to accomplish common writing tasks. Basic principles of spelling, 

punctuation usage, sentence structure, and paragraph and essay development are 

stressed. Small group instruction supplements classroom activity. Students must take 

this course before ENG 101 unless exempted by the writing skills test. Prerequisite: 

passing score on the College's reading placement test or concurrent enrollment in/prior 

completion of RDG 080 or RDG 090. ESL students may substitute ESL 123 for RDG 

080. Instructional Support Fee applies. 3 credits Fall, Spring, Summer ENG 090 may 

not be used to meet the General Education English requirement, nor do the credits 

apply toward a degree. Grade points earned in this course will be included permanently 

in the student's SPI. 

 

ENG 091 Integrated Reading & Writing 

This course is designed to develop critical thinking by integrating reading, writing, and 

learning strategies. Emphasis is placed on critical reading skills necessary to 

understand complex college-level texts and write in response to them. Using a theme-

based approach to readings, coursework will encourage students to read closely and 

independently in order to comprehend, summarize, analyze, and make connections 

between texts. Students will respond to reading through writing assignments that 

demand practice of paragraph and essay structure, as well as integration of quotations 

and citations in MLA format. Fundamental writing skills such as punctuation, sentence 

structure, and word choice are also covered. This course fulfills both RDG 090 and ENG 

090 requirements, but credit for this course cannot be applied toward a degree.  

Prerequisite: A passing grade in RDG 080 or ESL 123 or a score of 46 on the RDG 

Placement Exam, and a score of 2 on the ENG Placement Exam or passing grade in 

ENG 090.  Six lecture hours per week.  Instructional Support Fee applies.  6 credits Fall, 

Spring, Summer. Credits earned for this course will not be included permanently in the 

cumulative GPA, but will be included permanently in the cumulative SPI. 
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ENG 092 Composition I: Studio 

This course is designed to accompany ENG 101: College Writing. Students enrolled in 

this course should also be enrolled in ENG 101, with the same instructor. Course 

content of Composition I Studio is designed to supplement classroom activities and 

assignments in ENG 101. Students will work on generating and organizing ideas, 

drafting, revising, and editing in small groups as well as with one-on-one support from 

their instructor. Prerequisite: A passing grade in RDG 090 or a score of 68 on the 

Reading Placement Exam and a score of 2 on the Writing Placement Exam. Required 

Co-requisite: designated ENG 101 section. Three lecture hours per week. Instructional 

Support Fee applies. 3 credits Fall, Spring, Summer ENG 092: Composition I Studio 

may not be used to meet the General Education English requirement, nor do the credits 

apply toward a degree. Grade points earned in this course will not be computed into the 

student's GPA. 

 

Test of Essential Academic Skills (ATI TEAS) 
The ATI TEAS is a required test for students applying to Nursing and Dental Hygiene. 

The ATI TEAS measures basic essential skills in the academic content area domains of 

reading, mathematics, science and English and language usage.  

Applicants must attend a mandatory Health Science Information Session before 

registering for the TEAS. 

The exam is computerized and comprised of four timed sections: 

¶ Reading:  53 questions ï 64 minutes 

¶ Math:  36 questions ï 54 minutes 

¶ Science:  53 questions ï 63 minutes 

¶ English and Language Usage:  28 questions ï 28 minutes 

Test Results/Retests 

¶ Examinees must achieve a total score of 50% or higher.  

¶ Sixty (60) days must elapse between the original test date and the retake.  

¶ Test results that are more than three (3) years old from the test date will not be 

accepted. 

¶ Examinees who have taken the TEAS at another institution must have an official 

copy of the test results sent to the Admissions Office. This may be requested

Bristol Community College offers three types of eLearning courses: 

¶ Web courses do not physically meet on campus at any time during the semester. 
All course work is completed 100% online. Instruction and interaction occur 
through the online course environment and may include communication via 
email, chat, discussion board posts or blogging. 
 

¶ Hybrid (or Blended) courses are a combination of online and face-to-face 
instruction.

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COMMONWEALTH HONORS PROGRAM 

The Commonwealth Honors Program at Bristol Community College is part of the only 

state system of honors programs. Please contact Susan McCourt, Director, Rm. E110, 

X 2447. Diana Arocho, Support Staff, Rm. D210c, X 2186 

Students who participate in the CHP are able to transfer honors credits within the 

system as honors credits. Students completing all requirements at a community college 

are accepted into the Commonwealth Honors program (or College) at the four year 

universities. All students are then asked to come to an orientation session to learn more 

about the CHP and decide if it is a good fit for them and their goals.  

Admission Requirements and Procedure 

The official application asks for:  

¶ Current BCC student with a minimum 3.5 cumulative GPA with at least 12 college-

level BCC credits, or 

¶ High school graduate within five years of high school graduation: Minimum 

combined SAT score of 1700 or ACT score of 24, or 

¶ High school graduate within one year after high school graduation: graduate in the 

top 20 percent of high school class, or 

¶ Transfer student within one year of attendance at another college: minimum 3.5 

GPA from the sending college with at least 12 college level credits, or 

¶ Student transferring in good standing from another CHP, or 

¶ High score on BCC computerized placement test (given to entering day students 

upon admission), or 

¶ Other documented experience which demonstrates the potential for honors level 

work. 

Students may email the director for an application, or they may be invited to join based 

on meeting the criterion listed above.
